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Step One: Finding Research Drive on Duke’'s West Cam  pus

Please follow the directions below to get from your area to Research Drive, on the Duke campus.

Via I-40 West (RDU Airport, Raleigh and Points Eas t)

Via US 15-501 North (From Chapel Hill and Pittsboro )

* From 1-40 West, Exit onto the NC-147 N (Durham Freeway).
» Take NC-147 N to exit #15B, Fulton Street.
e Turn LEFT onto Fulton Street, and take to end at Erwin Road.

» Turn RIGHT onto Erwin Road. You will pass the Duke Eye
Center on your left.

* At the 15t traffic light, (you will see an Exxon and BP on your
right), turn LEFT onto Research Drive.

e From US 15-501 North. Take 15-501 N marked Duke Univ /
Med Center. Do not take 15-501 Business.

» Take NC-751 exit #107 marked Duke Univ West Campus.

e Turn RIGHT onto NC-751, make the next LEFT turn onto
Erwin Road.

« At the 3 traffic light (you will see an Exxon and BP on your
left), take RIGHT onto Research Drive.

Via I-85 North (From Hillsborough and Points West )

Via -85 South (From Richmond and Points North)

* From 1-85 North, Exit onto NC-147 S (Durham Freeway)
toward Durham/Downtown/Research Triangle Park.

Take NC-147 S to the Hillandale Rd / Fulton Street exit.

*Turn RIGHT onto Fulton Street, and take to end at Erwin Road.

* Turn RIGHT onto Erwin Road. You will pass the Duke Eye
Center on your left.

* At the 15t traffic light, (you will see an Exxon and BP on your
right), turn LEFT onto Research Drive.

* From 1-85 South, in Durham, take the left-lane exit (#174B)
for US 15-501 S bypass to Duke University/Chapel Hill.

» Continue on US 15-501 S to exit #107 (a right-lane exit for
NC-751).

e Turn LEFT onto NC-751 S, go under the highway, and
make the next LEFT turn onto Erwin Road.

« At the 3" traffic light (you will see an Exxon and BP on
your left), take RIGHT onto Research Drive.
